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INTRODUCTION
Canada officially entered the Second World War 
on September 10, 1939, and continued at war 
for nearly six years. The struggle involved virtu-
ally the whole country and made enormous de-
mands on the Canadian people, whether they 
were involved in the actual fighting or
remained on the home front to work in industry 
or farming to support the war effort.

As you read through the chronology of events, it 
is important to remember that Canadians had no 
assurance at the outset of the war that their 
country would not be invaded or that their 
homes would not be bombed. As well, although 
many Canadians were hoping for a rapid end to 

the conflict, no one knew with any certainty 
when the war would end.
CHRONOLOGY
September 3, 1939: the passenger liner Athenia 
is torpedoed, killing the first Canadian of the 
war, stewardess Hannah Baird of Quebec.
September 10, 1939: Canada declares war on
Germany - the first and only time Canada has 
declared war on another country on its own.
September 14, 1939: The Prime Minister, 
William Lyon MacKenzie King, declares that 
Canada should be the arsenal of the Allies and 
pledges not to institute conscription.
September 16, 1939: the first Canadian convoy 
of merchant ships sails for Britain.
November 13, 1939: an advance party of 
Canadian officers lands in Britain.
